Acknowledgement of Responsibilities for High Adventure

High Adventure camps require a commitment far in advance of attendance. The scout and parents must commit to making the payments as scheduled. The scout and parents must acknowledge that they will be responsible for the payments regardless of attendance. Any costs refunded to the troop will be refunded but most camps have a no or limited refund policy. Many High Adventure activities require training and preparation. Scouts and adults attending are expected to participate in the training activities. High Adventure camps also require Class 3 physicals and in some cases they have their own forms that must be completed. All adults must have a current Youth Protection card and at least one adult must have a current CPR card. It would be best if as least one adult had completed Wilderness First Aid.

The requirements to attend Packard High Adventure Base are as follows:

The cost is $315 plus an estimated $185 for transportation, food in route, T-shirts etc. for a total cost of $500. Any excess will be refunded. Any extra costs will be billed to the scout.

Payments schedule is:

 $50 due upon sign up, 

$150 due January 15, 

$115 due February 15, 

$115 due April 15,

$70 due May 31.

The first $50 is non-refundable. A partial refund of the balance is available until April 30. After that there are no refunds. Packard base camp is at over 7000 feet. Everyone must be physically fit. A Packard supplied physical form is required. It has special language required by the State of Colorado.

Parents and scouts acknowledge by signing this form that they agree to pay the above costs regardless of attendance. In addition if the scout must be sent home during the trip they will be responsible for any costs incurred.
